‘livability’  of the homes - creating 
brighter spaces, enhancing the 
connection between the interior 
and exterior, creating centrally 
focused spaces that emphasize 
the family center and using 
healthy materials.  At the same 
time, they realize the importance 
of a house relating to its site. De-
signs that are versatile and adapt-
able to solar orientation of each 
individual location are key.   

MHFH plans to use the designs in 
building homes starting this fall.
